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Feral Cats and Animal Shelters
Often, well meaning
people trap feral cats
and bring them to
their local animal
shelter. Unfortunately
this usually results in
euthanasia for the
animal since the
shelters are already
overcrowded and not
set-up to deal with
feral cats.

By definition, a feral cat is any cat who is too poorly socialized
to be handled and who can not be placed with a typical pet
home.  When brought into a shelter these cats create a safety
issue both for the volunteers and the other shelter animals.
They can not be handled and will not find good homes.

Fortunately a humane, effective alternative exists for these
cats.  There are organizations set-up to save feral cats through
a program called TNR (trap- neuter-return).  You can get
information on local groups from the Humane Society of the
United States Companion Animals staff at 202-452-1100.  One
such registered, licensed organization that covers the
southern and western suburbs of Chicago is Triple R Pets.
