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P.A.W.S. TO THE RESCUE
Sixteen puppies and three adult dogs received a very special Christmas gift this year, albeit a
day late. They received a second chance.

On December 26th, PAWS Animal Shelter received 19 dogs and puppies rescued from shelters
out of Kentucky and southern parts of Illinois and Indiana. Overcrowding at these shelters and
a constant influx of animals led to a desperate situation and a plea for help. An immediate
response by PAWS to assist meant that these dogs would have their only chance
to find a loving home.

During blizzard conditions, PAWS volunteers and various other agencies anxiously
awaited the arrival of the transport truck. The truck was packed with such precision
that every inch of available space was used to bring up as many dogs as possible.
Dedicated volunteers drive long hours stopping along the way to pick up dogs in
need.

PAWS volunteers waited as dog after dog was unloaded until finally, it was time to
take our dogs.  Well, sadly, things don't always go as well as you hope and pray
they will.  Upon arrival at the shelter, a number of the puppies seemed ill.  Tests
confirmed that one of the pups tested positive for the parvo virus which meant
there would most-likely be more, and there were.   As shelter workers know, the
mere mention of these words can wreak havoc on a shelter.

Six puppies were immediately taken to the emergency vet where they were examined, treated
and hospitalized.  A number of the puppies spent over a week in the hospital with even more to
come down with the virus in the coming weeks.  Sadly three of the rescued puppies succumbed
to the disease.  While we were deeply saddened at the loss of these puppies 16 dogs will have
their only chance at finding a family to love them.

The recovering puppies are all in foster care with our volunteers and at last report, they were
busy escaping make-shift playpens, eating like little pigs and chewing up undisclosed numbers
of shoes!  But mostly, for the first time they are feeling like part of a family, enjoying (sometimes
enduring) tons of hugs and kisses.  (continued on page 2)
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At this time, the shelter could use your assistance with the
mounting medical costs associated with the treatment of
the parvo virus in 10 of the puppies at the shelter.

P.A.W.S. CAUSE
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Parvo Virus
Below you will find information on the parvo virus. Please take a moment to read this information - it could literally save
your pet's life . We bring you this story and information because of the devastating effect it has had on our shelter both
emotionally and financially.

If you are the owner of a new puppy or dog that has not been fully vaccinated please remember that a happy, innocent
trip to a pet store or dog park can be a fatal mistake. All puppies should begin their series of vaccinations by eight weeks
of age. Vaccines should be given every two to three weeks until they are 16 to 18 weeks of age, depending on your
veterinarian’s recommendations.

Parvo is a virus is extremely resistant in the environment and it can remain viable outside a host (puppy/dog) for years.
The major route of transmission is through contaminated fecal matter being ingested. Infected dogs shed the virus in
their feces for about three weeks. Incubation in a puppy is about 5 to 11 days. 

Parvo is a virus that attacks the gastrointestinal tract, usually focusing on the small intestine of a puppy. Once a
puppy/dog is infected symptoms can include some or all of the following: loss of appetite, weakness, rapid dehydration,
vomiting, bloody diarrhea with a foul odor, and early on a fever with subsequent sub-normal temperatures. 

Parvo is a virus that if caught early can be defeated, but prompt intensive care needs to be administered. Treatment
includes intravenous fluids, antibiotics, medications to combat the vomiting and diarrhea, fluid additives to return
electrolytes back to normal, external heat if needed and close monitoring. 

Parvo can be a deadly virus striking fast and hard. Even with immediate treatment, the virus can still prove deadly. If
your dog experiences any of the above symptoms, contact your veterinarian immediately.
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BUILDING UPDATE
The Journey Continues...

2009 has come and gone and we welcome 2010 with open arms. Even after three years of struggling to create additional and
enhanced space for the animals of P.A.W.S., we are optimistic that this year we will see great progress in this journey. Beginn ing
in February we are launching things with a daylong workshop to create our ideal shelter.  Throughout 2009, the current board
participated in numerous meetings with Tinley Park’s Mayor Zabrocki and other village officials to discuss solutions to our
current land issues and other land options within the Village. The board also seriously looked at buying an existing property
within the Village, but was told by Tinley Park officials that we would not be able to occupy the property because of zoning is sues.
Another perspective piece of land in another town has been seriously discussed by the Board and the land owner. This still may
be viable option in the future. All options at this point are being explored, both here in Tinley Park and other neighboring
communities. We would love nothing more than to stay here in Tinley Park since we have directly serviced this community for
36 years, but the options presented to P.A.W.S. by the Village have been scarce to this point.  As of November 2009, the existing
building has officially run out of room. The very last “office space” was turned into “animal space”. The building lacks storag e
room, get-acquainted rooms, office space, meeting space, front counter space and most importantly positively enriched,
spacious kennel areas for both our dog and cat residents. While the Board continued to meet with various Village representative s
and land owners last year, they also met with two architects from firms that solely create animal facilities (shelters, veterin ary
clinics, boarding facilities, etc.). After meeting with both of the gentleman, it was decided that we would contract with Mr. W arren
Freedenfeld, AIA, of rauhaus freedenfeld & associates. Mr. Freedenfeld’s company provides all services beginning with a daylong
workshop to create a “program”. This program will be then used to create a schematic design that will be used to launch a
Capital Gaines Campaign. Construction documents are then created to be used during the construction phase. The Board
looks forward to our day with Warren and finally bringing the future of P.A.W.S. into the present.

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CLICKER TRAINING
A Clicker Training Program has been designed for the cats and dogs at PAWS.
Clicker training teaches the animals what behaviors will earn positive reinforcement
at the shelter, which will then help to lower the stress and anxiety. Clicker training
helps build-up a positive reinforcement history with the animals so desirable
behaviors will be repeated in the future. Animals “do what works” and by providing
them with clicker training, we show them how to better communicate with us. We
have seen success for many dogs at the shelter that came in either shy, timid or
overly aroused in their new environment. In a few clicker training sessions the dogs
became more confident and then were adopted out.  I have seen the turn around
first hand with my In-Home Clicker Training business, www.clickercanines.com, with
a dog that became a client of mine from Paws. After 6 weeks the turn around from
going crazy to calm was done through clicker training.  The behaviors taught at the
shelter include: sit, down, eye contact, stay and hand targeting.  These behaviors
are on a “clickable card” hanging on their kennels. Once these behaviors are
learned they are put on a progress report card to be taken home when they get
adopted out.  We have 10 volunteers that are trained in the program - they include:
Marilyn Bill, John Greenan, Sara Case, Char Finn, Sandy Zaban, Lisa Smith,
Susan Safran, Kristine Petricas, Katie Zaban, Gloria Villanueva and myself.

Baby now has the loving home that she deserves. As Judy said when asked about this article,
"I never realized how important having a companion could be to me; I have a reason to get up
every morning. I'm so lucky".
